$ sh autogen.sh $ unpack ”uploaded tarball”
$ ./configure $ ./configure –enable-this –disable-that
$ make distcheck $ make -jVALUE

Non-recursive Makefiles

• Easier to see the changes in one file in top $(srcdir)

• Faster with paralelization, because of the depgraph calculations

• Easier to write the stack as you always start from the top

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Libtool



Libtool versioning

• Start with version information of ‘0:0:0’ for each libtool library

• If the library source code has changed at all since the last update,
then increment revision (‘c:r:a’ becomes ‘c:r+1:a’)

• If any interfaces have been added, removed, or changed since the
last update, increment current, and set revision to 0

• If any interfaces have been added since the last public release, then
increment age

• If any interfaces have been removed or changed since the last
public release, then set age to 0
